FBI looking into possible terrorist ties to Kansas

The FBI is looking for an Emporia State University student and looking into his ties to terrorists.

    NEARLY 60 PEOPLE WERE INDICTED Friday in what the FBI believes was a scheme to get fraudulent student visas. But one of those men fled the country before he was caught. The people were arrested for taking English-language tests for foreign students, so they could stay in the United States. But when investigators started looking for evidence in that case, they found what appeared to be much more. 
     Saheed Al-Hajari was a student at Emporia State University for three semesters. He studied intensive English and lived off campus for a year in an apartment with roommate, Khalid Al-Wasel. 
     "What I think about him during the one year with me-he's straight and good guy, I liked him and missed him when he moved out," Wasel said about his former roommate Hajari. 
     Wasel said in May of last year, Hajari left Emporia State for Old Dominion in Virgina, to enroll in their business program. 
     Now the FBI has arrested four people in Virginia believed to be involved with Hajari in a scheme to get fraudulent visas. 
     The FBI wants to talk to Hajari who managed to get back to Saudi Arabia. He left behind a car stuffed with personal belongings. And after the FBI searched his car and the homes of the others involved in the scheme -- agents think the group may have been up to something more sinister. 
     According to a search log of Hajari's car, agents found several CDs and CD-ROMs, and according to published reports, one of them had the word "Gainsville" and "flight school" on them. 
     It's news that shocks Wasel. "He is good, I don't know this is a surprise actually, in his car to find these things -- I don't know what to say," Wasel said. 
     In the believed ringleader's house, agents also found flight manuals, a diagram of a plane hitting the world trade center, pictures of two men posing inside the world trade center, and a journal with an entry made on September 11th. 
     The attorney general on the case wouldn't comment if the suspected men have terrorist links. But Wasel said he believed his roommate wasn't mixed up in anything like that. 
     "I feel sorry about him and I hope he is not involved with any trouble," Wasel said. 
     There are two flight schools in Gainsville, Florida, but none have heard of Hajari. 
      And, in an Associated Press reporting -- a source familiar with the case says most of the material appears to have been put together after September 11th.
